The 
Chinese, unprepared and ill-equipped, 
enlisted American Claire Chennault, an U.S. 
Army Air Corps Reserve captain, to aid them.

John Stringfellow designed a series of 
remarkably modern aircraft. They also 
founded the Aerial Transport Company, the 
world's first airline, in 1844. To prove their 
designs could fly, they used the slide valves 
and steam engines of their day to construct 
the first power-driven flying machines in the 
world.

He was 
Reichsfuhrer-SS Heinrich Himmler's personal 
adjutant (April 1938 - August 1941). In 1945, 
he was an SS-Standartenfuhrer, the youngest 
regimental colonel in the Waffen-SS. 
Convicted of ordering the massacre of US 
troops at Malmedy he was to be executed but 
was instead imprisoned until 1956. He was 
murdered in France in July 1976, when his 
house was attacked with "Molotov cocktails".
